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Connecting Devices to your TV

You have several options for connecting your TV to different devices. The method in which you connect will be based
upon the type of cables you have and the available outputs on your device.

Connecting an antenna, cable settop box or satellite receiver

To connect an antenna,cable set-top box or satellite receiver:

1. Connect one end of a coaxial cable (not included) to the RF OUT port on the antenna, cable or satellite box. If you
are using an antenna with twin-lead cable, you may need a 300-75 Ohm adapter (not provided) to connect it to the
back of your TV. Likewise, if you are using several antennas, you may need a combiner (not provided).

2. Connect the other end of the cable to the ANT/CABLE port on the side of TV.

3. Using your remote, press the [ﬁ] button to select Inputs, and press the "OK" button to enter the sub-menu to select
ANT/CABLE as the input source.

Connecting a PC with VGA Cable

1. Use a VGA cable to connect the PC’s VGA output jack to the TV's VGA jack. Use an audio cable to connect the PC’s
audio

2. Plug the connected devices into the mains socket before switching on the TV.

The TV has an eye protection feature for your safety. If you walk too close to the
TV while it is on, the laser source will turn off and then turn back on when you
move away from it

The TV screen can reject the ambient light from the top. Check if any light affect
the screen from the bottom. Remove the light source from the lower position.
